On July 9, Thailand's Foreign Minister Mr. Don Prahmudwinai met with Daw Aung San Suu Kyi 
before the ASEAN Foreign Ministers' Meeting in Indonesia. He made the announcement that 
contradicted Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s opinion on the opening day of the ASEAN meeting held 
in Jakarta.
